June-July-August 2009

The Board was happy this quarter to fill another
vacancy on our small paid staff. We hired Hae-jin Om, a
senior at JMU, as one of two Sunday pianists. Angela
Novy, also from JMU, will alternate Sundays with Hae-
jin at the piano.

By the way, Hae-jin respectfully points out to us that
her name is pronounced “hedge-in.” Let’s coach each
other to come closer to this pronunciation in future
months.

Earlier this year we hired a Director of Children’s
Religious Education and a Nursery Care Provider. All
this activity has made the Board aware that paying fair
compensation is an equity issue and that it is challenging

within our budget. Partly in recognition of this reality, the
search for a “music director” is on the back burner for the
time being.

With help from the Shared Ministry Team, the Board
came up to speed on committee staffing, acknowledged
the service of people who are leaving committee
leadership, and welcomed new leaders. The committee
listings you find in the order of service, the Web site and
the back page of the “HUU Review” once again reflect
the alignment of volunteers.

Already the long-awaited driveway upgrade and
landscaping project have become so familiar that they
seem like “old news.” Merle Wenger, Cathy and Charlie
Strickler, and Thad Christophel in particular should be
thanked over and over again as our new greenery grows
from season to season. Also appreciated are the many
who watered the new plants during the hot days of
August.

Ralph Grove and other board members are working
on ways to keep us all aware of the appreciation we owe
the committee members and volunteer staff who do so
much for us.

After much discussion, the Board decided to buy a
digital projector from our Capital Reserve. The
motivation is that the ability to project presentations and
even movies will bring new dimensions to our
programming. The projector will be bright enough to use
in our gathering space even during daylight hours.
Training will be offered — and mandatory — to those who
want to use the projector.

The Board heard the results of a review of the
church’s financial procedures, conducted by Angelina
Gonzalez for the Finance Committee. The Board voted
to authorize the few new procedural safeguards that
were recommended. Over all, the review suggested that
our existing procedures reflect good practice and careful
stewardship.

Currently on the table is a plan to devote HUU
advertising dollars to WMRA. As we work out how to do
this — once again, budget is an issue — you will hear
more about this, perhaps even on your car radio.

In advance of the November all-church retreat, the
Board intends to read and reflect on the Strategic Plan
that was completed in 2006. How far have we come
against its recommendations? We encourage any of you
who read it to let us know what you think.

Same Place Different Time:
Reflections on my 11" WU "6A”

The Unitarian Universalists held the 48th General
Assembly (GA) in the denomination’s history in Salt Lake
City, Utah, this past June. This annual event was held in
the same city in 1999 where | attended GA for the very
first time. This year, attending my 11th consecutive
UUGA, the changes in Salt Lake City (SLC) ten years
later were quite noticeable. While the format of each
year's GA is basically similar, the location is dramatically
different, and this becomes part of the equation that
draws me to attend year after year. Now, downtown
SLC, unlike many places, is quite distinctive. If you were
abducted in Harrisonburg, and then blindfolded, and
then dropped into downtown SLC, you would know
immediately once the blindfold was off where you are if
you had been there before. While the city was exotic the
first time | went, and there is much excitement in going
to a first GA in any location, | felt that | had “been there
and done that,” and so was reluctant to go again.
However, David persisted and insisted and off we went.

As soon as we arrived | was almost immediately
aware that this was not the same SLC of ten years ago
and | was positively impressed with what was different
about it, and this GA (and if you read the last newsletter
you heard a lot about this GA from the other four
members of our congregation who attended). Ten years
has brought a lot of changes. At first my reflections were
just on what was different about the host city and then
gradually | began to reflect also on what has and has not
changed in our city and at our own Harrisonburg
Unitarian Universalists congregation in the intervening
years.

SLC is still dominated by the presence of the Latter
Day Saints. The Mormons have built the largest
conference center space in the world and this same
center has a six acre garden and woodland on its roof.
From one vista you can see the ground below where
there are more beautiful gardens with a large pond — and
you can see a major highway disappear underneath this
beautiful expanse. As it turns out, city traffic and roads
were diverted underground to create some of these
spectacular vistas. The later change created a bit of an
outcry from different groups, including the UU’s, in terms
of city government and public roads being subject to the
will of the church. Inthe end | am glad the church won,
as the results are truly remarkable to behold and inspire
something honestly spiritual.

Evidently all the sin in Utah is conveniently centrally
located, oddly enough, right next door to the Mormon
Church’s headquarters and this may in part be
responsible for some of the growth and dynamism of the
city. There is now a lot more diversity in the people you
see around SLC, and drinking laws have been relaxed.
There are more people, more young people and night
life, more bars and yes more gay establishments (which
had a hard go of it just a decade ago). In addition to all

the new shops, a plethora of restaurants and
entertainment options as a result of the winter Olympics
in 2000, there are many new skyscrapers and much new
construction. There is currently a building boom
downtown — a “live, work, play, shop” concept that is
adding even more vitality to the city.

There are downsides. Some of the former views of
the spectacular mountains that serve as a backdrop to
the city are no longer visible from some parts of
downtown and the beautiful Mormon temple and
grounds seems dwarfed by the encroaching
development.

Well, | said | had also reflected on what is different
about Harrisonburg and HUU since attending the 38th
GA in 1999. If you have been around long you know
Harrisonburg has changed. Who sits on city council has
changed, the hospital is moving, and there are more
people, students, apartments, traffic, etc. At HUU in the
past several years we have employed part time a
Religious Education director and an Office Manager.
More recently we have employed two pianists to
accompany Sunday services and someone to care for
the youngest of our children during services. Ten years
ago we had a mortgage and now we do not. We
improved our building and our grounds have seen their
most dramatic change this year with wonderful
landscaping, plantings and a new parking lot. We have
also put in place, after more than two years in
development, our Shared Ministry Team.

On the other hand there are some changes at HUU
that concern me. 14 years ago when | first came
through the doors of our congregation, the city was
almost half the size it is now, but HUU had a
membership of 70 people and a budget close to
$65,000. When | joined officially as a member of HUU in
1996, | was welcomed by our then full-time minister.
Currently the percentage of HUU members has shrunk
considerably compared to the number of people who
now live in our area, as we have around 60 members
and a budget still south of what is was many years ago.

And there are some things that seem not to have
changed. Practices that are ingrained that may turn
visitors off and a leadership that struggles at times to
understand what types of skills we need to develop to be
more effective or how to introduce positive change.

For some of us HUU is the only game in town as far
as religious community is concerned. And when | attend
what has now become my annual pilgrimage to GA | am
reminded that | have found much of value in regularly
attending HUU for these past 14 years and that is what
keeps me coming. | just wish we could have a
breakthrough in terms of seeing what keeps us from
being as dynamic as we might be, maybe if we could all
go to a GA it would help. Speaking of which, the GA in
2011 will be just down the road in Charlotte, NC -maybe
we can all plan early to get there.

LIVING POOR: A Sunday service, a
film, a book, and a remembrance

Daniel Chavez gave a moving presentation for our
Labor Day service, telling how the struggles his family
endured harvesting grapes in California motivated him to
become a lawyer, activist and community organizer.

| was glad UU’s heard and appreciated Mr. Chavez’s
talk. While most members of our denomination may be
“liberal,” relatively few know the experience of poverty
first hand. | think that may limit our understanding and
effectiveness. | recommend one film, and one book, to
anyone who wants to gain understanding.

In “Frozen River,” Ray finds herself alone raising
two children after her husband, a compulsive gambler,
absconds with their savings toward the modest dream of
replacing their small trailer with a double-wide. Without
schmaltz or sermonizing, this low-budget 2008 film, set
on a New York Mohawk reservation, portrays a slice of
life; of courage and tough choices. Unable to get enough
hours at her dollar-store job to make ends meet, Ray
sees Christmas coming not only without gifts for her
kids, but no food on hand except a little popcorn and
Tang. A young Mohawk woman, Lila, makes her an
entrepreneurial offer: smuggling undocumented
immigrants in a car trunk across the frozen St. Lawrence
River from Canada. Ray accepts. (NetFlix has this film.)

To write her 2001 bestseller, “Nickel and Dimed: On
(Not) Getting By in America,” Barbara Ehrenreich
looked for typical jobs available to midlife women re-
entering the workforce, post-welfare reform. Traveling
around the U.S., she worked as a maid in homes and a
hotel, an aide in a badly-managed nursing home, a
waitress in low-budget restaurants, and (at the only site
identified by name) a Wal-Matrt clerk, while struggling to
live on her earnings as far as possible. Her undercover
reporting is a contemporary woman'’s equivalent of
Orwell’'s Down and Out in Paris and London. The writer,
from a blue-collar/union-organizing family, treats her co-
workers with unfailing respect, humbled by the skills that
her new jobs call for and the resourcefulness needed to
get by. We get glimpses of what it’s like to live in a noisy
hotel in a room that cannot be locked, or scrub floors in
overheated homes while forbidden to drink the water.
The book might be too depressing to get through were it
not for her dry, sometimes wicked wit.

So...let me share a memory: I've never been nearly
as poor as Mr. Chavez'’s family, “Frozen River’'s” Ray, or
Ehrenreich’s co-workers, but for several years was poor
enough to be terrified of falling that far. Through most of
1974, 1 worked in the Spun Spinning and Coning section
of American Silk Mills in Orange, Va. -- not for any
altruistic or journalistic goal, only paychecks.

| never saw silkworms. A raw material resembling
clear plastic rope got spun on mechanical spinets to
emerge as yarn. Bobbins of that yarn went on to coning
machines, where the yarn was fed under a blower onto
much larger rolls. From 2 to 10 pm, | walked up and
down my machine, replacing each emptied bobbin with a
full one, then using a hand-strapped knotter to attach it

to its destination roll. My 50 rolls, once filled, went on to
the dyers and weavers. | could drift into a pleasant,
meditative zone at that work. (Spun Spinning/Coning,
where all the workers were women, was the only air-
conditioned section of the plant. The weavers bragged of
enduring temperatures topping 110 in summer, in the
area that now houses a trendy restaurant, Silk Mill
Grille.)

A tray of the bobbins looked just like the one Norma
Rae’s father keeled over in to die, in that eponymous
film...but | wasn’t surprised Ehrenreich got only a
dumfounded response the few times she tried to foment
protests. The silkmill's management violated a law on
minimum break-time, but no one investigated. | think we
were all too busy just getting by. My own priorities were
my family, and finding a better job.

| was young and healthy, though, and not bothered
by the blowing lint, like those who wore masks. On
break, | was comfortable enough sitting close to the floor
on a loading cart. Women the age | am now mostly
remained standing to eat, sadly laughing, “If | got down,
maybe | couldn’t get back up.” | made $2.03 an hour;
they got just pennies more. No sick pay, no pension.

At first we did enjoy a little unofficial break a few
minutes before each shift’s end, chatting in line at the
timeclock after the machines went silent. That would
change: One afternoon, two women of about my age
and complexion advised me, melodramatically, “Psst!
There may be afight in line at the clock tonight. Are you
with us or against us?” One had a small kitchen knife in
her lunchbag, which she was prepared to use on some
young black women who, she said, “talk about us and
laugh.” No, she couldn’t hear their conversations — she
just knew. (African-Americans had only attained the
“privilege” of working at that plant two years earlier.) |
said | didn’t want to get involved.

Nothing happened. A supervisor got wind of the
trouble and simply gave orders to keep the machines
running until exactly 10:00 from then on. Once punched
out, everyone just hurried home, as he’d expected.

About ten years and five jobs in my checkered career
later, | read that the mill had suddenly, permanently
closed; workers arrived for the last remaining shift one
morning to find the doors locked. The building got
renovated for shops and apartments.
