Religious Education Corner 
 In the past few months we have been learning more 
about Native American legends of the woman who 
married a frog, how Coyote got yellow eyes, and how 
Woodpecker saved the people.  These stories are not 
only rich in themselves; they also have been teaching us 
about the ecological system and how all creatures are 
inter-related.  We've been learning about predators and 
prey and how animals like frogs tell us what pollution is 
doing to the environment.  We also learned about the gift 
of maple sugar and how people on the reservations live 
today, harvesting maple sugar in the north or wrestling 
alligators in the south. 
 For the spring holidays we made leprechaun eyes 
which Tabitha, our new assistant, taught the children 
how to make (like a God's eye).  We heard a UU story of 
Easter and watched footage on YouTube of Yaqui  
Indigenous deer dancers; that's how they celebrate 
Easter in the Sonora Desert. The kids enjoyed the 
Easter egg hunt - with lots of candy to find. 
 Soon we will have our CYCORE service where we 
will act out some of the Native American legends and 
talk about the UU and Native American principles of 
protecting the Earth.  Join us Memorial Day weekend for 
Native American music, dances, and stories.

Water Works 
 The City of Harrisonburg plans to construct a water 
line across the front of our property. At our 
congregational meeting, called on March 30, members 
unanimously accepted the city‘s proposal for $7,249.21 
in compensation ($4,367.21 for the permanent 
easement; the remainder for loss of the trees, shrubs 
and sidewalk adjoining U.S. 33). Merle Wenger and 
Cathy and Charlie Strickler, of the Buildings and 
Grounds Committee, negotiated the settlement. Our 
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largest trees, which are closer to the building, will 
remain. The committee plans to use the funds for 

landscaping. The city expects to work in the area for 2 to 
4 months beginning in late May or early June.

What do you seek when you come to HUU on Sunday morning? 

 Sometimes solace, sometimes stimulation—something to take with me into the next week 

 Fellowship, reverence, inspiration, a time to ―plug in‖ to something greater  

 Community, ideas, time to reflect 

 Casual, meaningful connection with old and new friends, sharing burdens and joys, leaving 
with hope 

 Perspective 

 An opportunity to reflect, learn and be challenged—a well-coordinated and delivered program

What might happen to give you more of what you seek? 

 Generally, what’s been happening—the variety of services provides that which I seek. 

 Less ―nay-saying‖—I/we become disheartened when the focus turns to ―why UU’s are 
better/smarter/etc. than Christians‖ rather than how we can better undertake our key religious 
tasks. 

 Our direction is good -- tweaking is all we need. 

 Most attendees want more joyful celebration, less didactic discourse. 

 It is happening now (perspective) and has been happening regularly for me. 

 Do announcements and sharing differently so we aren’t subjected to whatever anyone wants 
to say. 

 Tying in sermons to bigger UU vision 

 Sometimes it can break a service when people in the congregation pipe up with shouts and 
comments during the sermon. 

 The most discouraging thing for me about our services is that people don't speak up. I often 
miss much of what they have to say, especially in dialogue. 

 For church announcements and Joys And Concerns to be just that, and not community 
bulletin boards or a chatty retelling of the week’s events or for sharing cleverness 

 Heightened awareness of the religious nature of our community. 

 SSC is doing well—obviously trying hard to provide balance between intellectual and spiritual 
nature—doing whatever possible to make the service a respite from our normal hustle and 
bustle lives. 

 
How has the guest minister program, with the three ministers in monthly rotation, worked 
for you? 

 I’ve liked what they brought—3 distinct but complementary perspectives. 

 I/we enjoy their services immensely and often find the reverence/inspiration we are seeking. 

 Interesting: Each hits home on about 1 out of 3--as much as is realistic?

3 book reviews; one future president 
 I recently undertook to read one book each by the 
three U.S. Senators who are now frontrunners for the 
Presidency. I intentionally chose earlier works, hoping to 
learn more about each essential person as opposed to 
news-cycle buzz or campaign spin.  
 I will address them in alphabetical order by author. In 
compliance with church neutrality, I‘ll only confess here 
that I have not always been able to see in every 
politician that UU Principle of ―essential dignity and 
worth,‖ but did find at least some intimation of these 
qualities in each writer here.  – Chris Edwards 

 
Hillary Rodham Clinton:  
It Takes a Village (1996) 
 An African proverb says, ―It takes a village to raise a 
child.‖ For then-First Lady and former Children‘s 
Defense Fund lawyer Clinton, the modern ―village‖ 
signifies the whole of a society; nation; world. She 
pleads the case for accepting interdependence and the 
shared stake that ―the village‖ holds in each child‘s 
future; for cooperative values against the ideological 
grain of unrestrained competitive market-worship.  
 Sen. Clinton calls for better public support of daycare, 
child and maternal healthcare, family leave and 
education, documenting urgent needs in those areas, 
which continue today. I chose this volume after hearing a 
talk-show guest cite it as evidence of her scheming for a 
dystopian regime of total state control. I was not 
surprised to find that was nonsense; Clinton praises 
community volunteerism, warning that government 
cannot solve all problems. Yet I felt she does call for 
legislating away human weakness by adopting certain 
conservative agenda items: She advocates music-
industry and TV rating systems similar to those for film, 
and wants to make divorce more difficult to obtain. 
 One of the book‘s high spots is a section on brain 
development, addressing the role of education in training 
the rational prefrontal cortex to prevent the primitive 
amygdala – which by nature ―acts like a ‗home security 
system‘‖ – from responding irrationally to fear. (What 
part of voters‘ brains was her campaign trying to reach 
this winter with that ―red phone‖ ad, though?)  
   Unlike the others discussed here, this work, as 
Clinton notes, is ―not a memoir.‖ It offers some telling 
personal anecdotes, however. Decrying the erosion of 
community, Clinton – who is nearly my age – 
nostalgically recalls her childhood‘s middle-class 
Chicago-area suburb as a far more connected, caring 
place than the way I recall mine in Northern Virginia. She 
mentions (before the couple‘s most public crisis) having 
―to bite my tongue‖ to preserve her marriage. And in a 
touching moment, she lets us in on having told a 
newborn, howling Chelsea, ―This is new for both of us. 
I‘ve never been a mother before, and you‘ve never been 
a baby. We‘re just going to have to do the best we can.‖ 

 

 
John McCain with Mark Salter:  
Faith of My Fathers (1999) 
 During 5 ½ years in Hanoi prisons, Navy bomber pilot 
McCain was beaten countless times, starved, denied 
medical care, rope-tied in painful positions for hours, and 
thrown for two years into solitary confinement. He not 
only never totally cracked, but refused an offer of early 
release – faithful to a military code that called for the 
first-captured prisoners to leave first. The refusal brought 
him severe punishment. What sustains anyone through 
such trials? 
 This son and grandson of Navy admirals (working 
with staff aide Salter) candidly portrays a hard-drinking, 
hell-raising McCain tribe who came through bravely in 
crises. None were stellar students at Annapolis, where 
young John finished fifth from the bottom of his class. 
Yet having chafed under the petty tyrannies of ―plebe 
year,‖ he (like many military school alums) came to 
praise its tribulations as preparation for war.  
 McCain left a wife and young children at home to 
volunteer for combat. He never regretted that, though he 
once calls war ―worth avoiding if possible.‖ His 
grandfather had wept over sailors lost from his World 
War II aircraft carrier force, yet ―He once recommended 
of the Japanese, ‗killing them all – painfully.‘‖ The 
grandson neither condones nor blames him for that. 
 Troubled over receiving relatively light treatment 
because of his father‘s prominence, McCain gratefully 
and movingly describes ways the POWs supported each 
other: coded messages tapped through cell walls; dark 
humor. Well-read in the classics, he sometimes 
occupied his mind in those dark cells by recalling them. 
Yet strangely, for someone who would go into politics, 
McCain never seems to have given a thought to any 
social, economic or political issue--including foreign 
policy—other than the Vietnam War. He feels the U.S. 
could and should have won that conflict by investing in 
more troops and resources, which he believes lack of 
support at home prevented. He adds, ―I resented the 
antiwar activists who had visited Hanoi and, wittingly or 
unwittingly, made our life in prison more miserable.‖ He 
has mostly forgiven ―their bad mistake,‖ but offers no 
reason for his implicit premise that the war was justified.  
 McCain and his fellow-prisoners drew strength from 
―faith in God, country, and one another.‖ If there are no 
atheists in foxholes, maybe there are no dissenters in a 
―Hanoi Hilton.‖ Lacking any remotely comparable 
experience, I cannot judge. Perhaps someone in those 
circumstances may draw more fortitude from 
unquestioning faith in what McCain extols as ―American 
exceptionalism‖ than from demands for American 
accountability, or from the sad awareness that cruelty 
and misery happen on each side in any war.  
 Yet we urgently need leaders with that awareness.  

 
Barack Obama: Dreams from My Father (1995) 

 One night years ago on a mean Chicago street, Sen. 
Obama and a friend dropped to the ground, hearing 
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gunshots. Bullets flew as two early-adolescent boys 
chased another. Yet after losing their intended target, 
Obama writes, the pursuers ―laughed to each other 
before continuing down the street, children again.‖ He 
shows a gift for such stark, slice-of-life recollections.  
 Those years Obama spent as an organizer among 
the poor on Chicago‘s South Side also entailed long 
slogs through bureaucracy and turf rivalries – not in the 
loftiest corridors of power, but facing not dissimilar 
obstacles. He re-creates a triumphal moment when 
public housing tenants found the voice and courage to 
successfully pressure officials for asbestos-removal – 
only to discover there were no funds for basic 
maintenance on their buildings. 
 Could anyone who casts him as a naive idealist have 
read this memoir (other than the paragraph about his 
youthful drug experimentation)?  
 Obama candidly recalls coming of age with an 
attitude of ―fatalism,‖ resisting the goal-oriented values 
imparted by his mother (though he would eventually 
come to write, ―What is best in me I owe to her‖).  
Growing up in Hawaii and Indonesia, this son of a 
biracial marriage discovered racism relatively late, but 
painfully – experiencing the loneliness of a boundary-
crosser who navigates different worlds while fully at 
home in none. He gives a riveting, sometimes ruthlessly 
self-critical account of his journey through and beyond 
that fatalism and loneliness.  
 His first visit to Kenya, made in a quest to understand 
the deceased father he had scarcely known, seems to 
mark the emergence of his now-famously hopeful voice. 
Warmly welcomed by a large extended family – 
beginning at a sister‘s home where monkeys scampered 
under a banyan tree – Obama learned the complex story 
of ―the old man‖ and the baggage from colonialism that 
dated to his grandparents‘ youth. It became a moving 
journey of reconciliation.  
 The book ends with his wedding, a joyful gathering of 
multiracial, multinational and interfaith families in that 
now-excoriated Chicago church, Trinity UCC.  
 While pundits have seemed bent on endlessly 
probing Obama‘s religious orientation, a comment early 
in the story (page 17) reveals an aspect of the family 
history that has yet to dominate news cycles: ―Gramps,‖ 
his white grandfather from Kansas, had once joined a 
Unitarian Universalist congregation, explaining, ―It‘s like 
you get five religions in one‖! Of course, UU‘s have our 
own conflicts over ministry and how we look to the world. 
This memoir reveals what I see as its author‘s consistent 
ability to reject ideas or actions without giving up on the 
people associated with them. I only hope that whoever 
next gets the job of answering that ―red phone‖ shows 
such an ability.  
 I look forward to reading Obama‘s second book, The 
Audacity of Hope, which Jim Geary reviewed for us in 
these pages last summer.
