Examining “"Shared Ministry” At HUU

Over the years at General Assembly, I've found
myself having the same conversation again and again.
It starts off something like this:

“ . about 70 members . . only 15 years old . . the
Planning Task Force right now . . before that the Ministry
Committee for three years . . the Board before that and
the Membership Committee too . . and before that . .and
before . . and . .” (Well, you get the picture.)

No matter who I'm talking with (usually someone from
a small or young congregation like HUU), we usually end
up laughing. We’ve had the same experience of course,
rotating from one role or responsibility to another year
after year after year.

And how could it be otherwise in a small or young
congregation? Other than committed lay members, who
else is there in these congregations to do the work of
religious community?

Certainly not ministry professionals, at least not
usually. With families to support, debt to retire, and
housing and health care issues very much on their
minds, ministers need a level of reliable financial support
that small congregations are usually unable to provide.
No wonder Rev. Jane Dwinell told us (at our 2006
congregational retreat) that only congregations with at
least 125 attending members (yes, that’s right,
ATTENDING members) should even begin to think
about calling a full-time minister!

And no wonder, too, for congregations like HUU (with
only half or even a third of that necessary 125 minimum
present on any given Sunday) that attracting or retaining
a part-time minister may be just as problematic. Most
ministers, after all, want full-time work. A second job to
make ends meet is not exactly what graduate level
professionals normally train for. In addition, they want
financial support they can count on. And yearly pledge
fluctuations typical of small church budgets tend to work
against this, making minister compensation far less
predictable over time than in large congregations.

So without a critical mass of 125 members, small

congregations like HUU face significant challenges:

A At UUA-recommended salary and benefit levels,
securing full-time ministry professionals would be
impossibly expensive, in fact costing more than the
entire HUU budget for the current fiscal year.

A Even guaranteeing a fraction of that recommended
level of support (say, 50% for a half-time minister),

while not impossible for a 70 member congregation,
would still require extremely heavy lifting: doubling
pledge levels, re-mortgaging facilities, recruiting new
members continuously and aggressively.

A With support for extension ministry ending several
years ago, neither the UUA or the TJ District
currently offers small congregations specific ministry
alternatives other than occasional pulpit supply.
Letting each small congregation grow itself to 125
members appears the only blueprint for securing
ministry professionals that our district and
association can currently suggest.

And that takes me right back to my ever-repeating
conversation at GA, to the game of musical chairs
played so well in small congregations. For the way small
congregations actually do ministry is by sharing it,
rotating roles and responsibilities among their committed
lay members year after year after year. And, in fact, this
shared responsibility for ministry is often the greatest
strength of these congregations. It accounts for their
survival and growth (if they survive and grow at all) — just
as in most cases (these days at least) it accounts for
their founding in the first place.

So the real question small UU congregations need to
address is not how to do ministry or even how to do
ministry without a minister. They generally do both from
day one (and often with skill, foresight, and exemplary
collaboration). Instead the question they need to
address as they move forward into the future is a very
different one: How can the ministry their lay members
already share be done more effectively, productively,
and creatively? What new ways can they come up with
for doing the ministry they share?

That question is precisely what the new HUU Shared
Ministry Task Force (SMTF) has been asked by the
Board to consider. The five of us on this task force
(Carol Quintero, Kathleen Burke, Julie Caran, David
Lane, and Bernie Mathes) have been meeting since
June, examining what shared ministry really means in
the context of small, young UU congregations like our
own. We plan to keep the congregation posted about
our work in a series of occasional HUU Review articles
(like this one).

So stay turned for more news in the near future as
we move forward researching shared ministry options for
HUU.

Book Review: &
THE NINE

Inside the Secret World of the Supreme Court
By Jeffrey Toobin (Doubleday, 340 pp., $27.95)
Reviewed by Jim Geary

Jeffrey Toobin, in his prologue to The Nine, states
that from 1992 to 2005 the Supreme Court decisions
reflected public opinion with great precision. This was
owing to the swing votes of first, Louis Powell, and then
of Sandra Day O’Connor, both moderate conservatives.

“That, now,” he adds, “ may be about to change.”

He writes of “a powerful conservative rebellion
against the court” that was building during those years.
For those behind this offensive, “its agenda has
remained largely the same over the decades:” Reverse
Roe v. Wade and allow states to ban abortion. Expand
executive power. End affirmative action. Speed
executions. Welcome religion into the public sphere.

“‘Now with great suddenness,” he says, these forces
“are very close to total control.”

This may not be a book for everyone. If the reader
is not interested in the Supreme Court and the analyses
of its major opinions as reported by the media, it may not
interest. | was fascinated with it. | have long read such
analyses eagerly, even those by my former colleague
and friend (sort of), James J. Kilpatrick, the conservative
columnist.

| think every concerned American should be
interested in the decisions of the court. It is the great
king of American jurisprudence; the final arbiter of
American law, including such personal subjects as
whether a woman can choose to have a legal abortion.
The 1973 decision of the court in Roe v. Wade gave
women that right. It has been under constant attack from
the Republicans ever since.

“There were two kinds of cases before the Supreme
Court,” Toobin writes. “There were abortion cases, and
there were all the others.” Abortion, he says, “was (and
remains) the central legal issue before the court.”

Now, with the departure of O’Connor and the
appointments of Chief Justice John Roberts and Justice

A g a>ampel A. Alito, the court appears to be in the firm grip

of the Rightists.

Toobin is easy to read. A popular writer, he is the
senior legal analyst for CNN and is on the staff of the
New Yorker magazine. Perhaps the most interesting
parts of the book are his profiles of the justices, the
current members as well as O’Connor and the late Chief
Justice William Rehnquist. He devotes considerable
space to O’Connor and Justice Clarence Thomas.

The intimacy of some of his research is astounding.
He relates conversations between justices, who usually
communicate with written notes. He has friends of the
justices revealing the justices’ thinking on various liberal
and conservative issues.

Toobin discusses in great detail the agonizing
search by President Clinton for proper candidates for his
two appointments to the court. He finally chose Ruth
Bader Ginsburg and Stephen G. Breyer. The author also
describes Bush’s search for replacements for O’Connor
and Rehnquist, which also took some time. The results
were the nominations of Roberts and Alito.

The central issues involved in a number of
important decisions during the Rehnquist years are
spelled out, including those bearing on gay rights,
affirmative action, and federal-state relations as well as
abortion.

Toobin devotes three chapters to the 2000 election
which resulted in the Supreme Court finally getting
involved and settling the issue. Toobin calls it “one of the
lowest moments in the court’s history.” “The tragedy of
the court’s performance in the election of 2000 was not
that it led to Bush’s victory [which Toobin states it did not
necessarily do] but the inept and unsavory manner with
which the justices exercised their power. “

Toobin points to what he calls the “most notorious
sentence in the opinion:” It stated: “Our consideration is
limited to the present circumstances, for the problem of
equal protection in election processes generally present
many complexities.”

“In other words,” Toobin writes, “the opinion did not
reflect any general legal principle; rather the Court was
acting only to assist a single individual — George W.
Bush.”

It not only helps keep
those brain synapses supple, but can allow
communication with more of the people around us, and
expand our worlds.
